Baby Boomers,
with a flush of free time and the willing-
ness to give back to the community, are
prominent in our workforce. Each genre
brings its own perspective and expertise.
Every volunteer brings the generosity of
their time.

However, at this time I want to pay
special tribute to the volunteers who have
young children.
