Her team
consists of seven volunteer social
workers. Collectively they do new client
intakes and routinely do reevaluations of
current clients.

While this group was bonding and
making sure all the aspects of running
the program was covered, Janet Seibel
(who really did retire in November!)
came back to lead us all through the
transition. I am truly blessed to have
such a dedicated and energetic staff!
